Course Title:  Gerontology 
 
Course Description:  Examines the process of aging and its implications in relation to health, 
recreation, education, transportation, meaningful work or activity, and to community resources.  
Emphasizes experiencing the aging process, facilitating retirement, and application of the 
helping relationship to work with older adults.  Prerequisites:  None.  Lecture 3 hours per week.
