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J. Sargeant Reynolds Community College’s Sullivan                                Set to Receive American Chemical Society Distinguished Service Award
Richmond, Va. (Sept. 19, 2005) – J. Sargeant Reynolds Community College (JSRCC) professor Dr. Ann Sullivan will receive the American Chemical Society’s (ACS) Distinguished Service Award for her dedication to the organization and for promoting science education in the Greater Richmond Area.  The presentation will be held at the ACS’s Virginia Section annual awards ceremony on Friday September 23, 2005.  
Dr. Sullivan joined the JSRCC faculty in January of 1993, a month after receiving her doctoral degree in physical chemistry from Virginia Commonwealth University. She has received several awards and grants including the Virginia Community College System Professional Development Grant and the Dwight D. Eisenhower Professional Development State Grant.  
 
In addition to the contributions she has made at JSRCC, Dr. Sullivan has been committed to serving the Virginia Section of ACS and has held several leadership roles in the organization, including Chair, Chair-Elect, Vice-Chair, and Secretary.  
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The awards ceremony will begin at 7:00 p.m. in Room 1160 of the Temple Building at 901 West Main Street on the academic campus of Virginia Commonwealth University, where Dr. Sullivan will also present a lecture on “Teaching Science Using Toys” that evening.
