2Students should consult their advisor and transfer institution about which math course to take.  MTH 163 
followed by MTH 240 or MTH 270 are more universally transferable.  Students may select from MTH 
163 or 170 as first course choices.  MTH 240 (Statistics) is the recommended second course.  Before 
registering for these courses, check to be sure that your transfer institution will accept them. 
3 Students who have satisfactorily completed two years of a foreign language in high school may petition 
for advanced placement to the intermediate level of this foreign language.  Students should consult their 
transfer institution about language requirements.  Some B.S. programs require intermediate level foreign 
language. 
4 Students should consult their advisor and transfer institution about the computer literacy course to take.  
Students who have good backgrounds in computers may petition for credit by examination.   
5 Students should consult their advisor and transfer institution about which literature sequence to take. 
6 Degree requirements may be fulfilled by students taking sequential or non-sequential courses in the 
same or different subject area.  Students are advised to check the requirements of their transfer institution.
